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ABSTRACT

The aim of this research is to compare the attitudes of tourism education undergraduate students
who are likely to work in the sports and tourism sectors and sports science undergraduate students
towards sports tourism. The research was conducted using the quantitative research method.
Questionnaire technique was preferred as data collection method in the research. Research data
were collected using the 'Attitude Scale Towards Sports Tourism'. The research scale was applied
face to face to the students in the fall semester of the 2018-2019 academic year. To research; 806
students in total participated voluntarily, 408 students studying tourism and 398 students studying
sports sciences at a state university. The research data were analyzed using the statistical package
program SPSS 22. Research data were analyzed using tests such as T-test and one-way ANOVA.
Attitudes of undergraduate students studying tourism and undergraduate students studying sports
sciences towards sports tourism; gender, branch, age, income level, class, etc. analyzed on the
basis of the variables and a comparison was made over the department variable. When the
attitudes of tourism education undergraduate students and sports science undergraduate students
towards sports tourism are examined; It was observed that there were statistically significant
differences in the variables of department, gender, sports branch, and income level. There was no
significant difference in terms of age, class and sports tourism course variable. In the study, it was
determined that undergraduate students studying sports sciences had higher attitudes towards
sports tourism than undergraduate students receiving tourism education. Turkey has a very
important sports tourism potential due to its geopolitical location, being surrounded by seas and
having natural resources. In the research; It is important that students should be developed
socially, mentally, physically and spiritually in order to raise their attitudes towards sports tourism
to a high level and that they should receive quality education in the field of sports tourism. It has
been determined that sports tourism courses should be included in the curricula, especially for
students studying tourism and sports sciences.

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INTRODUCTION

There is no definite information about when the sport started. Sport has been of great importance in Egyptian,
Chinese and Greek cultures in the past. The first traces of people doing sports are seen in pictures drawn on rocks
4000 years ago. There are pictures of people doing boxing, tug-of-war and swimming in Egypt 2000 years ago

(Masterman, 2004).

The oldest example of sports tourism is considered to be the Ancient Olympic Games held in 766 BC. Pan Hellenic
games in Olympia in Greece are the oldest and most important events of sports tourism (Weed and Bull, 2004:1).
Sports such as athletics and boxing were an important part of the ancient Greeks. The Ancient Olympic Games
were held with 40,000 participants from different regions. Every city where events are held has a stadium. There
were different forms of accommodation than today. People were staying in tents. The first hostel providing

modern accommodation was opened in the city of Olympia in the 4th century (Weed & Bull, 2004).

In the Middle Ages and after the Renaissance, the relationship between sports and tourism continued widely.
The Romans increased and popularized travel. In the 16th and 17th centuries, sporting events became socialized.
Sports activities were aimed at the upper classes of the society in this period (Standeven & Knop, 1999). The
important movement that brought sports tourism to the fore was with the Grand Tour, which took place in the
17th century. Thanks to the Grand Tour, the Alps have become a sports tourism destination. It has increased its

popularity today, especially due to the developments in mountaineering and skiing (i¢dz, 2011).

According to the data of the International Sports Tourism Council, sports tourism has reached a volume of 180
billion dollars. Sports tourism has reached this size with the travel of athletes, spectators and those who
participate in a sporting program. Because the main income of sports tourism is the expenditures of the tourists
who come to the sports event for whatever reason. When sports tourism destinations in the world are examined,
cities such as Seoul, Lausanne, Sydney and Atlanta are among the cities that organize mega events. These cities
have hosted Olympic Games, World Cups, continental championships, car races, national leagues and

competitions (Ozdemir et al., 2016).

Looking at the last 8 years in the world, 90 million people have traveled due to mega sports events such as the
Olympic Games and the World Cup. 13 million people have traveled to watch sporting events. Spending in host

countries for sporting events is around 10 billion dollars (TURSAB, 2014).

In this process in Tlrkiye, sports tourism activities were organized and an economic return was provided. Ankara
hosted the European Volleyball Championship in 2003. Tirkiye’s organized the World Basketball Championship
in 2010. The city of Mersin hosted the 17th Mediterranean Games in 2013. Thousands of athletes and spectators
from 3 continents participated in the Mediterranean Games. Tirkiye could not host the Olympic Games yet, but

it organized the World University Games in 2005. Tirkiye "Presidential Cycling Tour, Formula 1, WRC World Rally
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Championship, 2005 Champions League Final, 2009 UEFA Cup Final, WTA Tennis Championship, 2005 and 2011
Universiade Olympic Games" can be examples of mega sports events organized. Tlrkiye is willing and determined
to organize international sports events. The sports organization with the highest impact on a global scale
supports this with its candidacy for the Olympic Games. Istanbul has been a candidate for the Olympic Games 5

times in 2000, 2004, 2008, 2012 and 2020 (Turgut, 2019).

Tirkiye has a significant potential in the field of sports tourism with its natural and human resources. When the
literature is examined, it is seen that it hosts many small-scale and mega sports events. The development of
sports tourism continues. Another important point is that Turkiye uses its dynamic young population correctly.
By increasing the quality of sports tourism education, tourism undergraduate students and sports science
undergraduate students who are likely to take part in the sports tourism sector should be developed. The sports
tourism courses taken by the students who receive tourism education and sports science education have an
important place in their professional lives. Tourism and sports science students, who develop themselves by
taking sports tourism education seriously, strengthen the field of sports tourism. Students not only improve
themselves but also affect society. In this direction, when the literature is examined, it is seen that the research
on sports tourism are generally aimed at the sector, tourists and employees. It has been predicted that the
attitudes of undergraduate students studying tourism and undergraduate students studying sports sciences, who
are likely to be in the field of sports tourism, towards sports tourism are important and this research has been
carried out. The aim of this research is to compare the attitudes of undergraduate students studying tourism and

undergraduate students studying sports sciences towards sports tourism.

Sports Tourism

In recent years, attempts to express sports tourism have increased a lot (Ruskin, 1987; Hall, 1992b; Gammon and
Robinson, 1997; Weed & Bull, 1997; Gibson, 1998). Most definitions, like tourism definitions, focus on spatial,
temporal and activity dimensions (Gibson, 1998). Some definitions of sports tourism emphasize leisure-based
travel (Weed & Bull, 1997). Some definitions include professional sports and sports-related business travel (Hall,

1992a).

The concept of sports tourism is parallel to the underlying structure of most tourism definitions in terms of
spatial, temporal and activity dimensions. Whether sport is a primary or secondary feature of travel, it indicates
that it is an important travel activity. It appears to be an important factor in most travel decisions, often
prominent in the travel experience, and often an important consideration in the visitor's evaluation of the travel

experience.

Sports tourism activity is conceptualized by considering its spatial and temporal dimensions. While the concept
of sports tourism positions sports as an activity dimension, time and space dimensions are derived from tourism

(Hinch & Higham, 2001).
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Sports tourism is clearly defined in relation to the sports field. First, each sport has its own rules that provide
characteristic spatial and temporal structures. Second, it emerges as physical strength, goal orientation,
competitive and competitive aspects. It is used here in a broad sense to indicate the continuity of a competition

(McPherson et al., 1989).

Gibson (1998a) conceptualized sports tourism as three different sets of behaviors. These are;

eTravel to participate,
e Traveling to watch,

¢ Travels to celebrate sport (Gibson, 1998a).

Hall (1992) divided sports tourism into two categories: travel for participation and travel for observation. Under
these categories, he proposed the use of a two-dimensional framework to study these behaviors. Activity level

(from less active to more active) and motivation (level of competition: non-competitive to competitive).

Sports tourism is an activity (skiing, cycling, etc.) that involves active or passive participation in formal or informal,
competitive or recreational activities. Co-participants, passive participants (i.e. spectators) and active
participants (athletes, competitors) are likely to participate in sports tourism. Standeven and De Knop proposed
a multidimensional sports tourism model that separates sport as a cultural physical activity experience and
tourism as a cultural place experience (Standeven & De Knop, 1999). The most general definition of sports
tourism was made by Standeven & De Knop (1999), who defined it as "all kinds of active and passive participation

in sports activity, all kinds of active and passive participation of those who participate in sports".

Sport employs millions of people around the world. The majority of the world's population plays or watches
sports. It has ceased to be an amateur hobby at an elite or professional level and has become an important
sector. The growth and professionalization of sport is leading to changes in the consumption, production and
management of sporting events and organizations at all levels of sport. Countries with emerging economies, such
as Brazil, which hosted the 2014 Soccer World Cup and the 2016 Olympic Games, increasingly see sports tourism
as a means to promote their country to the world to drive infrastructure investment, stimulate trade, tourism

and investment (Hoye et al, 2015).

METHOD

Model of the Study

Quantitative research method was used in the research. Quantitative research can be written with a question or
hypothesis. Good expression of the subject in general; The relevant variables, the special relationship between

the variables, their thoughts and attitudes define the important characteristics of the participants. The ability to

express and measure data in numerical values is the basic principle of quantitative research (Gay, Mills, &
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Airasian, 2006). A literature review on sports tourism was conducted in order to make the research scientific.
The attitudes of undergraduate students studying tourism and undergraduate students studying sports sciences
towards sports tourism were considered to be important for the field of sports tourism and data were collected

by selecting the appropriate measurement tool.

Population and Sample

The population of the research consists of undergraduate students studying Tourism Education and
undergraduate students studying Sports Sciences. The sample group consists of undergraduate students studying
tourism at Dlzce University Akcakoca School of Tourism and Hotel Management and undergraduate students
studying sports sciences at Diizce University Faculty of Sports Sciences. The fact that research on the sector,
tourists and employees related to sports tourism have been carried out so far, the lack of research on students
receiving sports and tourism education, and the fact that students' attitudes have an important place for the

development of sports tourism have been effective in conducting this research.

Table 1 shows that there were a total of 806 students who voluntarily participated in the research. Among these
students, there are a total of 408 students receiving tourism education at the undergraduate level. The rate of
tourism education students is 50.6%. A total of 398 students studying sports sciences at the undergraduate level
participated in the research. The rate of students studying Sports Sciences is 49.4. 430 female students
participated in the research and the rate of this student group is 53.3%. A total of 376 male students participated.
The rate of this group is 46.7%. While 528 of the students participating in the research are engaged in team
sports, 278 students are interested in individual sports. The rate of students interested in team sports is 65.5%.
The rate of students interested in individual sports is 34.5%. There are 315 students in the 18-20 age group, and
the rate is 39.1%. There are a total of 341 students between the ages of 21-23 and the rate is 42.3%. There are a

total of 150 students in the age group of 23 and over, the rate of which is 18.6%. 189 students in 1st grade, 352
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students in 2nd grade, 178 students in 3rd grade and 87 students in 4th grade participated in the research. There
are 281 students taking the sports tourism course. The rate of this group is 34.9%. The total number of students

who did not take the sports tourism course is 525. The rate of this group is 65.1%.

Data Collection Tool

Research data were collected using the Attitude Scale Towards Sports Tourism developed by Tezcan & Sadik
(2018). It was applied directly to the students in the fall semester of the 2018-2019 academic year. The attitude
scale towards sports tourism has 4 dimensions. These are organization, personal contribution, job opportunity
and economic contribution dimensions. Validity in measurement is the ability to measure what is to be measured
confusing it with other things. Reliability is the stability between independent measurements of the same thing;
a certain thing to be measured is constantly taking on the same symbols; the same results are obtained by
following the same processes and using the same criteria; the measurement is free from accidental errors
(Karasar, 2012). The alpha value of the Attitude Scale towards Sports Tourism is .86. The analysis conducted to
determine the test-retest reliability showed that the scale was consistent in both applications (r = .80). The total
explained variance in the scale was 65.216. Based on these results, it was determined that the "Attitude Scale
Towards Sports Tourism" (STYTO) developed with 4 factors is a valid, reliable and useful scale (Tezcan & Sadik,

2018).

Analysis of Data

With the attitude scale towards sports tourism, the data were collected by applying one-to-one. 806 data were
evaluated. The data were transferred to the SPSS 22.0 package program. Normality test was performed to
determine the tests to be used in the analysis of the data. It was determined that the data showed normal
distribution. T test and one-way ANOVA tests, which are parametric tests, were applied to the data showing

normal distribution.

FINDINGS
This section presents the findings obtained in the research.

Table 2 shows the averages of the attitudes of undergraduate students studying Tourism and undergraduate
students studying Sports Sciences towards sports tourism. It is seen that the average of Tourism Management
undergraduate students is Xx=4,004 and the average of Sports Sciences undergraduate students is x =4,122. When

comparing the attitudes of undergraduate students in tourism education and sports science education to sport
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tourism, it was found that there was a statistically significant difference (p<05) between the departments. This

difference is in favor of students studying Sport Sciences.

Table 3 shows the averages of students' attitudes towards sports tourism according to gender variable. It is seen
that the average of female students is X=4,010, while the average of male students is X =4,173. When students'
attitudes towards sports tourism are compared in terms of gender variable, it is seen that there is a statistically
significant difference (p<05) between female and male students. When Table 3 is examined, it can be said that

male students' attitudes towards sports tourism are at a higher level than female students.

When Table 4 is examined, it is seen that the averages of the tourism education and sports sciences
undergraduate students' attitudes towards sports tourism are given according to the sports branch variable.
Average of students interested in team sports is X= 4,129 and the average of the students interested in individual
sports is X =4,004. When the students' attitudes towards sports tourism are examined in terms of the sports
branch variable; It was determined that there was a statistically significant difference (p<05). It can be said that

this difference is in favor of the students who are interested in team sports.

When Table 5 is examined, it is seen that the averages of the attitudes of the undergraduate students of tourism
education and sports sciences towards sports tourism are given according to the age variable. When Table 5 is
examined, it is seen that the averages of tourism education and sport sciences undergraduate students' attitudes
towards sport tourism are given according to the age variable. It is seen that the average of students aged 18-20
is X=4,079, the average of students aged 21-22 is x=4,084, and the average of students aged 23 and over is
x=4,230. When students' attitudes towards sports tourism were analyzed in terms of age variable, no statistically

significant difference (p>05) was found.

The averages of tourism education and sport sciences undergraduate students' attitudes towards sport tourism
in terms of class variable are given in Table 6. It was determined that the mean of the 1st grade students was
x=4,120, the mean of the 2nd grade students was X=4,059, the mean of the 3rd grade students was %=4,071 and
the mean of the 4th grade students was X=4,148. When the students' attitudes towards sports tourism were

analyzed in terms of class variable, no statistically significant difference (p>05) was found.

Table 7 shows the attitudes of undergraduate students of tourism education and sport sciences education
towards sport tourism and the averages of the students who took and did not take the sport tourism course. It
was seen that the average of the students who took the sports tourism course was x=4,134 and the average of
the students who did not take the sports tourism course during their education was x=4,060. When the attitudes
towards sports tourism of the students who took and did not take the sports tourism course were examined, it

was concluded that there was no statistically significant difference (p>05).

CONCLUSION and DISCUSSION

Today, sports tourism emerges as a type of tourism where competition is at a high level in national and
international platforms. It is known that it has economic, social, cultural, political and environmental effects and
has important contributions to all countries of the world. Today, a lot of research is being done on this type of
tourism, which is extremely important. Sports tourism research is generally aimed at the sector, tourists and
employees. Looking at the literature, it has been determined that not many studies have been conducted on
students studying in the field of sports tourism. This research was conducted for undergraduate students
studying tourism and undergraduate students studying sports sciences, who are likely to take part in this field. It
is predicted that the attitudes of Tourism and Sports students towards sports tourism are important and it adds

a great power to the sports tourism sector.

In the study, a significant difference was found when the attitudes of undergraduate students studying tourism

and undergraduate students studying sports sciences towards sports tourism were compared in terms of the
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department variable. When the source of this difference is examined, it is seen that there is a significant
difference in favor of undergraduate students studying sports sciences. It can be said that students who receive
sports science education have a higher level of attitudes towards sports tourism than students who receive
tourism education. The reason for this is that students who receive sports science education are athletes, take

more part in sports tourism organizations and are included in the curriculum of sports tourism course.

When the analysis results of the research in terms of gender variable were examined, it was determined that the
attitudes towards sports tourism were higher in male students. It can be said that male students have more
positive thoughts towards the field of sports tourism than female students. The reason for this is that they want
to be more involved in the organization of sports tourism, they want to benefit in terms of employment, and
most importantly, the economic return is high. When the literature is examined, Turgut (2019) concluded that
male students have higher attitudes in the dimensions of organization, personal contribution, job opportunity
and economic contribution of sports tourism than female students. This study is in parallel with this research.
Turgut (2023); stated that there is a significant difference between the gender of the students and their attitudes
towards sports tourism. Turgut (2023) stated that there was a significant difference between the gender of the
students and their attitudes towards sports tourism. He stated that female students had higher attitudes in the
organization sub-dimension of sports tourism than male students. As a result of Kardas et al. (2021) study stated
that students' attitudes towards sports tourism differ in the dimension of personal contribution according to the
gender variable. On the contrary, Hacicaferoglu et al. (2022) stated in their study that there was no significant
difference between the attitudes of university students studying at the tourism faculty towards sports tourism

According to the results of the research, the differences in the age variable do not affect the attitudes towards
sports tourism. On the contrary, Turgut (2019) found in his research that there is a significant difference in the
organization sub-dimension of sports tourism in terms of age variable. Hacicaferoglu et al. (2022) in their study;
The attitudes of university students studying at the faculty of tourism towards sports tourism show significant
differences in the sub-dimension of economic contribution according to the age variable. He stated that the level
of economic contribution of students between the ages of 21-23 is higher than other students. It can be said that

the economic contribution sub-dimension also increases in attitudes towards sports tourism as the age increases.

In this article, when the attitudes of undergraduate students of tourism education and sport sciences education
towards sport tourism were examined in terms of the sport branch variable; it was determined that there was a
difference. Looking at the source of the difference, it is seen that it is in favor of the students who are interested
in team sports. Students who are interested in team sports have higher attitudes towards sports tourism. Team
sports are preferred because of participation in organizations, activities and social groups, job opportunities in

teams and economic income compared to individual sports. Turgut (2023) found differences in the sub-
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dimensions of organization, personal contribution, job opportunity and economic contribution of the attitude
scale towards sports tourism according to the sports branch of interest. This difference is in favor of those who

are interested in team sports. This result is in parallel with this research.

In the study, no difference was found when the students' attitudes towards sports tourism were analyzed in
terms of the grade level variable. There is no similarity with the results in the literature. Ozdemir (2020),
determined a significant difference between personal contribution, job opportunity and economic dimensions
according to the grade level variable. Hacicaferoglu et al. (2022), when the attitudes of university students
towards sports tourism are examined according to the class variable, they found a difference in the sub-
dimension of organization. He stated that third grade students have higher attitudes than other classes. Turgut

(2019), on the other hand, found a difference in the organizational dimension in the class level variable.

In the study, it was determined that whether the students took the sports tourism course or not did not affect
their attitudes towards sports tourism. Similarly in the literature in the results of Ozdemir's (2020) research, it
has been determined that there is no significant difference between the dimensions of organization, personal
contribution, job opportunity, economic contribution and sports tourism course. One of the most important
results of this research is that undergraduate students studying sports sciences have higher attitudes towards
sports tourism than students receiving tourism education. The first reason for this is that the sports tourism
course is usually included in the curricula of students studying sports sciences. Undergraduate students studying
tourism take sports tourism as a part of the special interest tourism course. The second is that students studying

sports sciences are more involved in sports tourism organizations because they are athletes or sports officials.

Today, sports tourism emerges as a type of tourism where competition is at a high level in national and
international platforms. It is known that it has economic, social, cultural, political and environmental effects and
has important contributions to all countries of the world. Today, a lot of research is being done on this type of
tourism, which is extremely important. Sports tourism research is generally aimed at the sector, tourists and
employees.

Team
sports are preferred because of participation in organizations, activities and social groups, job opportunities in
teams and economic income compared to individual sports. Turgut (2023) found differences in the sub-
dimensions of organization, personal contribution, job opportunity and economic contribution of the attitude
scale towards sports tourism according to the sports branch of interest. This difference is in favor of those who

are interested in team sports. This result is in parallel with this research.
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In the study, no difference was found when the students' attitudes towards sports tourism were analyzed in
terms of the grade level variable. There is no similarity with the results in the literature. Ozdemir (2020),
determined a significant difference between personal contribution, job opportunity and economic dimensions
according to the grade level variable. Hacicaferoglu et al. (2022), when the attitudes of university students
towards sports tourism are examined according to the class variable, they found a difference in the sub-
dimension of organization. He stated that third grade students have higher attitudes than other classes. Turgut

(2019), on the other hand, found a difference in the organizational dimension in the class level variable.

In the study, it was determined that whether the students took the sports tourism course or not did not affect
their attitudes towards sports tourism. Similarly in the literature in the results of Ozdemir's (2020) research, it
has been determined that there is no significant difference between the dimensions of organization, personal
contribution, job opportunity, economic contribution and sports tourism course. One of the most important
results of this research is that undergraduate students studying sports sciences have higher attitudes towards
sports tourism than students receiving tourism education. The first reason for this is that the sports tourism
course is usually included in the curricula of students studying sports sciences. Undergraduate students studying
tourism take sports tourism as a part of the special interest tourism course. The second is that students studying

sports sciences are more involved in sports tourism organizations because they are athletes or sports officials.

RECOMMENDATIONS

According to the results of the research, it is suggested that the sports tourism course should be included in the
tourism education curriculum in order to improve the attitudes of the students towards sports tourism. In
addition, tourism education students with lower sports tourism attitude levels should be given more tasks in
sports tourism activities. Sports tourism contributes more and more to Tirkiye economy with the organizations
organized every day. Tlrkiye has a very important sports tourism potential due to its geopolitical location, being
surrounded by seas and having natural resources. The management of natural and human resources is an
important element in the development of sports tourism. Sports tourism develops as a result of the correct use
of manpower in sports tourism. For the development of tourism and sports, it is important for students to be
developed socially, mentally, physically and spiritually, and to receive quality education in the field of sports
tourism. Tourism education in Tirkiye is not at the desired level even today. Especially with the development of
alternative tourism types in the last period, it can be said that institutions providing education at the
undergraduate level should update their curricula. In the context of sports tourism, there are no courses in
institutions that provide tourism education. For the development of sports tourism, sports tourism courses
should be included in the curriculum for students receiving tourism education and students receiving sports

science education.
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Sports tourism also has personal contributions to students. It can be said that it is necessary to lead a healthy
life. It helps students spend their free time, develop self-confidence and socialize. It creates job opportunities for
students and provides economic returns. The quality of sports tourism activities is in parallel with the quality of
sports tourism employees. Sports tourism courses should be aimed at sports tourism activities. In this study, the
attitudes of students studying tourism and sports sciences towards sports tourism were examined. The education

these students receive is important for them to be able to perform their professions.

Bu arastirmanin amaci, spor ve turizm sektorlerinde ¢alismasi muhtemel olan turizm egitimi lisans
Ogrencileri ile spor bilimleri lisans 06grencilerinin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin
karsilastiriimasidir. Arastirma nicel arastirma yontemi kullanilarak yapilmistir. Arastirmada veri
toplama yontemi olarak anket teknigi tercih edilmistir. Arastirma verileri ‘Spor Turizmine Yénelik
Tutum Olgegi’ kullanilarak toplanmistir. Arastirma 6lgegi 2018-2019 egitim-6gretim yilinin giiz
doneminde Ogrencilere yiiz ylze uygulanmistir. Arastirmaya; bir devlet lniversitesinde turizm
egitimi alan 408 6grenci ve spor bilimleri egitimi alan 398 6grenci toplamda 806 6grenci gondlli
olarak katihm saglamistir. Arastirma verileri istatistik paket programi SPSS 22 kullanilarak analiz
edilmistir. Aragtirma verileri T testi ve one-way ANOVA gibi testler kullanilarak analiz edilmistir.
Turizm egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri ile spor bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerinin spor
turizmine iliskin tutumlari; cinsiyet, brans, yas, gelir dizeyi, sinif vb. degiskenleri esas alinarak
incelenmis ve bolim degiskeni tizerinden karsilastirma yapilmistir. Turizm egitimi lisans 6grencileri
ve spor bilimleri lisans 6grencilerinin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlari incelendiginde; bolim,
cinsiyet, spor bransi, gelir diizeyi degiskenlerinde istatiksel olarak anlamli farklar oldugu
gorialmustar. Yas, sinif ve spor turizmi dersi degiskeni acisindan anlamli fark bulunmamustir.
Arastirmada spor bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerinin, turizm egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerine
gore spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin daha yiiksek diizeyde oldugu sonucu belirlenmistir. Tirkiye,
jeopolitik konumu, etrafinin denizlerle gevrili olmasi ve dogal kaynaklara sahip olmasi sebebiyle cok
onemli bir spor turizmi potansiyeline sahiptir Arastirmada; 6grencilerin spor turizmine iliskin
tutumlarinin yiksek seviyeye c¢ikarilmasi igin sosyal, zihinsel, fiziksel ve ruhsal agidan gelistirilmeleri
ve spor turizmi alaninda kaliteli egitim gérmeleri gerektigi sonuglari 6nemlidir. Ozellikle turizm ve
spor bilimleri egitimi alan 6grenciler icin spor turizmi derslerinin mifredatlar da yer almasi gerektigi
belirlenmistir.

Sporun ne zaman basladigina dair kesin bir bilgi yoktur. Spor, gecmiste ilk zamanlarda Misir, Cin ve Yunan
kiiltiirlerinde biylik dnem tasimistir. insanlarin spor yapmasinin ilk izleri 4000 yil 6nce kaya (izerine cizilmis olan

resimlerde gorilmektedir. Misir'da 2000 sene 6ncesinde boks, halat cekme ve ylizme sporlarini yapan insan

resimleri bulunmaktadir (Masterman, 2004).

Spor turizminin en eski drnegi ise MO 766 yilinda yapilan Antik Olimpiyat oyunlari olarak kabul edilmektedir.
Yunanistan’da Olimpia’daki Pan Hellenic oyunlari spor turizminin en eski ve en énemli etkinlikleridir (Weed ve
Bull, 2004:1). Atletizm, boks gibi sporlar eski Yunanlilarin 6nemli bir pargasidir. Antik Olimpiyat Oyunlari farkli
bolgelerden gelen 40.000 katiimci ile gerceklesmekteydi. Etkinliklerin yapildigi her kentin bir stadi vardir.
Gunimiizden farkli sekillerde konaklama imkanlari bulunmaktaydi. insanlar ¢adirlarda konaklama yapmaktaydi.

Modern konaklama imkani veren ilk hostel Olympia kentinde 4. yy’da agilmistir (Weed ve Bull, 2004).

Orta cagda ve Ronesans sonrasinda spor ve turizm iliskisi yaygin bir sekilde devam etmistir. Romalilar seyahat
etmeyi artirmislar ve yaygin hale getirmislerdir. 16 ve 17. yizyilda spor etkinlikleri toplumsallasmistir. Spor
etkinlikleri bu donemde toplumun st siniflarina yonelik olmustur (Standeven ve Knop, 1999). Spor turizmini 6n
plana ¢ikaran 6nemli hareket 17.yy’da gerceklesen Biliylik Tur ile olmustur. Bliylk Tur sayesinde Alp daglari bir
spor turizmi destinasyonu halini almistir. Ozellikle dagcilik ve kayak alanlarindaki gelismelere bagh olarak

gliniimiizdeki popdilerligini artirmistir (icdz, 2011).

Uluslararasi Spor Turizm Konseyi’nin verilerine gore, spor turizmi 180 milyar dolar hacme ulasmistir. Spor turizmi;
sporcular, izleyiciler ve sportif bir programa katilanlarin seyahat etmesiyle bu blytklige ulasmistir. Clnk{ spor
turizminin ana geliri, spor etkinligine her ne sebep olursa olsun gelen turistlerin yaptigi harcamalardir. Diinyada
spor turizmi destinasyonlari incelendiginde mega etkinlikleri organize eden Seul, Lozan, Sydney ve Atlanta gibi
sehirler yer alir. Bu sehirler Olimpiyat Oyunlari, Diinya kupalari, kita sampiyonalari, araba yarislari, ulusal ligler ve

yarismalarina ev sahipligi yapmistir (Ozdemir ve dig, 2016).

Dinyada son 8 yila bakildiginda 90 milyon insan Olimpiyat Oyunlari, Diinya Kupasi gibi mega spor etkinlikleri
nedeniyle seyahat etmistir. 13 milyon insan spor etkinliklerini izlemek igin seyahat etmistir. Spor etkinlikleri igin

ev sahibi tilkelerde yapilan harcamalar 10 milyar dolar civarindadir (TURSAB, 2014).

Turkiye’de bu siirecte spor turizmi etkinliklerini organize edilmis ve ekonomik getiri saglanmistir. Ankara, 2003
yilinda Avrupa Voleybol Sampiyonasina ev sahipligi yapti. 2010 yilinda Diinya Basketbol Sampiyonasi’ni
dizenledi. Mersin sehri Akdeniz Oyunlari'nin 17.'sine 2013 yilinda ev sahipligi yapti. Akdeniz Oyunlari kapsaminda
3 kitadan binlerce sporcu ve izleyici katildi. Tirkiye, olimpiyat oyunlarina heniiz ev sahipligi yapamadi, ancak 2005
yilinda Diinya Universite Oyunlari'ni diizenlemistir. Tiirkiye’nin “Cumhurbaskanligi Bisiklet Turu, Formula 1, WRC

Diinya Ralli Sampiyonasi, 2005 Sampiyonlar Ligi Finali, 2009 UEFA Kupasi Finali, WTA Tenis Sampiyonasi, 2005 ve
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2011 Universiade Olimpiyat Oyunlari” diizenlemis oldugu mega spor etkinliklerine 6rnek olabilir. Tirkiye,
uluslararasi spor etkinliklerini diizenlemek konusunda istekli ve kararlidir. Kiiresel olcekte en yliksek etkiyi
yaratan spor organizasyonu Olimpiyat Oyunlarina adayligi ile bunu desteklemektedir. istanbul, 2000, 2004, 2008,

2012 ve 2020 yillarinda Olimpiyat Oyunlari igin 5 kez aday olmustur (Turgut, 2019).

Tirkiye spor turizmi alaninda; dogal ve beseri kaynaklari ile 6nemli bir potansiyele sahiptir. Literatir
incelendiginde birgok kigik capl ve mega spor etkinliklere ev sahipligi yaptigi da gorilmektedir. Spor turizmi
gelisimi devam etmektedir. Onemli olan diger bir nokta Tirkiye’nin sahip oldugu dinamik- genc niifusu dogru
kullanmasidir. Spor turizmi egitimlerinin kalitesinin artirilarak spor turizmi sektériinde yer almasi muhtemel olan
turizm bolimi lisans 6grencileri ve spor bilimleri lisans 6grencilerinin gelistirilmesi saglanmalidir. Turizm egitimi
alan ve Spor bilimleri egitimi alan 6grencilerin, almis olduklari spor turizmi derslerinin meslek hayatlarinda 6nemli
bir yeri vardir. Spor turizmi egitimini ciddiye alarak kendisini gelistiren turizm ve spor bilimleri 6grencileri, spor
turizmi alanini giiclendirmektedir. Ogrenciler kendilerini gelistirmenin yaninda toplumu da etkilemektedir. Bu
dogrultuda literatiir incelendiginde spor turizmine iliskin yapilan arastirmalarin genellikle sektore, turistlere ve
calisanlara yonelik oldugu gorilmektedir. Spor turizmi alaninda yer almasi muhtemel olan Turizm egitimi alan
lisans 6grencileri ve Spor bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin 6nemli oldugu
Ongorilmis ve bu arastirma yapilmistir. Bu arastirmanin amaci turizm egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri ile spor

bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerinin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin karsilastirilmasidir.

Spor Turizmi

Son yillarda spor turizmini ifade etme girisimleri ¢ok fazla artmistir (Ruskin, 1987; Hall, 1992b; Gammon ve
Robinson, 1997; Weed ve Bull, 1997; Gibson, 1998). Cogu tanim, turizm tanimlari gibi mekansal, zamansal ve
aktivite boyutlarina yoneliktir (Gibson, 1998). Spor turizminin bazi tanimlari, serbest zaman temelli seyahate
vurgu yapmaktadir (Weed ve Bull, 1997). Bazi tanimlar ise profesyonel sporlari ve sporla baglantili is seyahatlerini

kapsamaktadir (Hall, 1992a).

Spor turizmi kavrami, mekansal, zamansal ve aktivite boyutlari agisindan ¢ogu turizm taniminin altinda yatan
yaplyla paralellik gdostermektedir. Spor, seyahatin birincil veya ikincil bir 6zelligi olmasi, 6nemli bir seyahat
etkinligi oldugunu gostermektedir. Seyahat etme kararlarinin ¢ogunda 6nemli bir faktér oldugu, seyahat
deneyiminde siklikla 6ne ciktigi ve cogu zaman ziyaretginin seyahat deneyimini degerlendirmesinde énemli bir

dislince oldugu gorulmektedir.

Spor turizmi aktivite, mekansal ve zamansal boyutlari ele alinarak kavramsallastirilmistir. Spor turizmi kavrami,
sporu aktivite boyutu olarak konumlandirirken, zaman ve mekan boyutlari turizmden tiretilmistir (Hinch ve

Higham, 2001).
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Spor turizmi, spor alaniyla ilgili olarak agik bir sekilde tanimlanmaktadir. Birincisi, her sporun karakteristik
mekansal ve zamansal yapilar saglayan kendi kurallari vardir. ikincisi, fiziksel giig, hedef ydnelimi, rekabet ve
yarismaya dayali yonleri olarak ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Burada genis anlamda bir rekabetin siirekliligini belirtmek igin

kullanilmaktadir (McPherson ve dig, 1989).

Gibson (1998a) Spor turizmini lg farkh davranis seti olarak kavramsallastirmistir. Bunlar;

eKatilmak igin seyahat,
eizlemek igin seyahat etmek,

eSporu kutlamak igin yapilan seyahatler (Gibson, 1998a) dir.

Hall (1992) spor turizmini, katilmak icin seyahat ve gozlem igin seyahat olarak iki kategoriye ayirmistir. Bu
kategorilerin altinda, bu davraniglari incelemek igin iki boyutlu bir cergevenin kullanilmasini 6nermistir. Aktivite

seviyesi (daha az aktiften daha aktife) ve motivasyon (rekabet seviyesi: rekabetci olmayandan rekabetgiye).

Spor turizmi, resmi veya gayri resmi, rekabetci veya eglence amagli yapilan aktif ya da pasif olarak katilimi olan
aktivitelerdir (kayak, bisiklete binme vb.). Spor turizmine ortak katilimcilar, pasif katiimcilar (yani seyirciler) hem
de aktif katihmcilar (sporcular, rakipler) katilmasi muhtemeldir. Standeven ve De Knop, sporu kiiltirel bir fiziksel
aktivite deneyimi ve turizmi kiltirel bir yer deneyimi olarak ayiran ¢ok boyutlu bir spor turizmi model 6nermistir
(Standeven ve De Knop, 1999). Spor turizminin en genel tanimi, “sportif aktiviteye aktif ve pasif katilimin her
trlasa, spora katilanlarin katildigi her tirli aktif ve pasif katihm” olarak tanimlayan Standeven ve De Knop (1999,

s. 12) tarafindan yapilmistir.

Spor, dinyada milyonlarca insani istihdam etmektedir. Dinya nifusunun g¢ogunlugu spor yapmakta veya
izlemektedir. Elit veya profesyonel diizeyde amator bir hobi olmaktan g¢ikarak 6nemli bir sektor haline gelmistir.
Sporun biyimesi ve profesyonellesmesi, sporun her seviyesindeki spor etkinliklerinin ve organizasyonlarinin
tiketiminde, Uretiminde ve yénetiminde degisikliklere yol agmaktadir. 2014 Futbol Diinya Kupasi'na ve 2016
Olimpiyat Oyunlari'na ev sahipligi yapan Brezilya gibi gelismekte olan ekonomilere sahip tlkeler, spor turizmini
giderek artan bir sekilde altyapi yatirimlarini yonlendirmek, ticaret, turizm ve yatirimi canlandirmak igin lkelerini

diinyaya tanitmak icin bir arag olarak gormektedir (Hoye ve dig, 2015).

YONTEM

Arastirmada nicel arastirma yontemi kullanilmistir. Nicel arastirmalar bir soru veya hipotez ile yazilabilir. Genel
olarak konunun iyi bir sekilde ifade edilmesi; ilgili degiskenleri, degiskenler arasindaki 6zel iliskiyi, diistinceleri,
tutumlari katihmcilarin 6nemli 6zelliklerini tanimlamaktadir. Verilerin bir sekilde sayisal degerlerle ifade edilmesi
ve Olcgilebilmesi nicel arastirmanin temel ilkesidir (Gay, Mills ve Airasian, 2006:). Bu dogrultuda arastirmanin

bilimsel olmasi amaciyla spor turizmi ile ilgili literatlir taramasi yapilmistir. Turizm Egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri
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ve Spor bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerinin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin spor turizmi alani igin dnemli

oldugu 6ngorilmuis ve bu dogrultuda uygun 6lgme araci segilerek veriler toplanmistir.

Evren ve Orneklem

Arastirmanin evrenini Turizm Egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri ve Spor Bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri
olusturmaktadir. Orneklemi grubunu Diizce Universitesi Akcakoca Turizm isletmeciligi ve Otelcilik
Yiiksekokulu’nda turizm egitimi alan lisans &grencileri ve Diizce Universitesi Spor Bilimleri Fakiiltesi’nde spor
bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri olugturmaktadir. Bugline kadar spor turizmi ile ilgili sektore, turistlere ve
calisanlara yonelik arastirmalarin yapilmig olmasi, spor ve turizm egitimi alan 6grencilere yonelik arastirmalarin
yapilmamis olmasi ve spor turizmi alaninin gelisimi icin 6grencilerin tutumlarinin énemli bir yerinin olmasi bu

arastirmanin yapilmasi noktasinda etkili olmustur.

Lisans diizeyinde spor bilimleri egitimi alan toplam 398 6grenci arastirmaya katilmistir. Spor Bilimleri egitimi alan
ogrencilerinin orani 49,4’tur. Arastirmaya 430 kadin 6grenci katiim saglamis ve bu 6grenci grubunun orani
%53,3'tlr. Toplamda 376 erkek 6grenci katilmistir. Bu grubun orani %46,7 dir. Arastirmaya katihm saglayan
ogrencilerin 528’i takim sporlari ile ugrasirken, 278 tane 6grenci bireysel sporlarla ilgilenmektedir. Takim sporlari
ile ilgilenen 6grencilerin orani %65,5'tir.

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Verileri Toplama Araci

Arastirma verileri Tezcan ve Sadik (2018) tarafindan gelistirilen Spor Turizmine Yénelik Tutum Olgegi kullanilarak
toplanmistir. 2018-2019 egitim-6gretim yilinin gliz doneminde 6grencilere birebir uygulanmistir. Spor turizmine
yonelik tutum oOlgeginin 4 boyutu bulunmaktadir. Bunlar; organizasyon, kisisel katki, is olanagi ve ekonomik katki
boyutlaridir. Olgmede gecerlik, 6lgiilmek istenen seyin baska seylerle karistirlmadan élgiilebilmesidir. Giivenirlik,
ayni seyin bagimsiz 6lgimleri arasindaki kararhiliktir; 6lgilmek istenen belli bir seyin, stirekli olarak ayni sembolleri
almasidir; ayni siireglerin izlenmesi ve ayni olgitlerin kullaniimasi ile ayni sonuglarin alinmasidir; élgmenin
tesadiifi yanilgilardan arinik olmasidir (Karasar,2012:148). Spor Turizmine Yénelik Tutum Olgegi’nin alpha degeri;
.86’dir. Test tekrar test guivenirligini belirlemek icin yapilan analiz sonucunda 6lgegin iki uygulamada da tutarl
oldugu goriilmistir (r = .80). Olgekte toplam agiklanan varyans 65.216 olarak elde edilmistir. Bu sonuglara gore
gelistirilen “Spor Turizmine Yénelik Tutum Olgegi” nin (STYTO) 4 faktérli gegerli, giivenilir ve kullanigli bir 8lgek

oldugu belirlenmistir (Tezcan ve Sadik, 2018).
Verilerin Analizi

Spor turizmine yonelik tutum olgegi ile veriler birebir uygulanarak toplanmistir. 806 veri degerlendirmeye
alinmistir. Veriler SPSS 22.0 paket programina aktarilmig. Verilerin analizinde kullanilacak testlerin tespit edilmesi
icin normallik testi yapilmistir. Verilerin normal dagilim gosterdigi tespit edilmistir. Normal dagilim gdsteren

verilere parametrik testlerden T testi ve one-way ANOVA testleri uygulanmistir.

Turizm egitimi ve spor
bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerinin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlari karsilastirildiginda; boélimler arasinda
istatiksel acidan anlamh bir fark (p<05) oldugu goérilmistir. Bu fark, Spor Bilimleri egitimi alan 6grenciler

lehinedir.

TARTISMA ve SONUC

Glinimuzde spor turizmi, ulusal ve uluslararasi platformlarda rekabetin st diizeyde oldugu bir turizm cesidi
olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Ekonomik, sosyal, kiltlrel, politik ve cevresel etkilerinin oldugu ve tiim diinya
Ulkelerine onemli katkilarinin oldugu bilinmektedir. Son derece 6nemli olan bu turizm cesidine yodnelik
gunimuzde ¢ok fazla arastirma yapilmaktadir. Spor turizmi arastirmalari genellikle sektore, turistlere ve
calisanlara yonelik olmaktadir. Literatiire bakildiginda spor turizmi alaninda egitim alan 6grencilere yonelik ¢cok
fazla arastirmanin yapiimadigi tespit edilmistir. Bu dogrultuda bu alanda yer almasi muhtemel olan turizm egitimi
alan lisans 6grencileri ve spor bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerine yonelik bu arastirma yapilmistir. Turizm
ve Spor 6grencilerinin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin 6nemli oldugu 6ngérilmis ve spor turizmi sektoriine

blyik bir glic katmaktadir.

Arastirmada turizm egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri ile spor bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencilerinin spor turizmine
iliskin tutumlari bolim degiskeni agisindan karsilastirildiginda anlamh farkhhk tespit edilmistir. Bu farkin kaynagi
incelendiginde spor bilimleri egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri lehine anlamli bir farkhlik oldugu gériilmektedir. Spor
bilimleri egitimi alan 6grencilerin turizm egitimi alan 6grencilere gére spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin daha
yuksek dizeyde oldugu soylenebilir. Bunun sebebi ise spor bilimleri egitimi alan 6grencilerin sporcu olmalari,
spor turizmi organizasyonlarinda daha fazla yer almalari ve spor turizmi dersinin mifredatlarinda bulunmasi

gosterilebilir.

Arastirmanin cinsiyet degiskeni acgisindan analiz sonuglari incelendiginde spor turizmine yonelik tutumlarinin
erkek 6grencilerde daha yiksek oldugu tespit edilmistir. Erkek 6grencilerin kadin 6grencilere gore spor turizmi
alanina yonelik daha pozitif distince de olduklari séylenebilir. Bunun sebebi ise spor turizminin organizasyon
asamasinda daha fazla yer almak istemeleri, istihdam agisindan faydalanmak istemeleri ve en dnemlisi ekonomik
getirisinin ylksek olmasi gosterilebilir. Literatiir incelendiginde Turgut (2019), arastirmasinda erkek 6grencilerin
kiz 6grencilere gbore spor turizminin; organizasyon, kisisel katki, is olanagli, ekonomik katki boyutlarinda
tutumlarinin daha yuksek oldugu sonucunu vermistir. Bu ¢alisma arastirmamizla paralellik gdstermektedir.

Turgut (2023); 6grencilerin cinsiyeti ile spor turizmine iliskin tutumlari arasinda anlamh farklilik oldugunu
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belirtmistir. Kadin 6grencilerin erkek 6grencilere gére spor turizminin; organizasyon alt boyutunda tutumlarinin
daha ylksek oldugunu belirtmistir. Kardas ve dig (2021) yaptiklari ¢alisma sonucunda cinsiyet degiskenine gore
ogrencilerin spor turizmine yonelik tutumlar kisisel katki boyutunda farkhlastigini belirtmistir. Arastirmamizin
tam aksine Hacicaferoglu ve dig (2022) yapmis olduklari galismada cinsiyet degiskenine gore turizm fakdiltesinde
egitim alan Universite 6grencilerinin spor turizmine yonelik tutumlari arasinda anlamli bir farkhlik olmadigini

belirtmistir.

Yapilan arastirmada yas degiskeni agisindan 6grencilerin spor turizmine yoénelik tutumlarinda farkhhk
bulunmamistir. Arastirma sonucuna goére yas degiskeninin deki farkliliklar spor turizmine iliskin tutumlari
etkilememektedir. Bunun aksine Turgut (2019) da yapmis oldugu arastirmasinda spor turizminin organizasyon alt
boyutunda yas degiskeni agisindan anlamli fark oldugunu tespit etmistir. Hacicaferoglu ve dig (2022) yapmis
olduklari galismada; turizm fakiltesinde 6grenim goren Universite Ogrencilerinin, spor turizmine yonelik
tutumlar yas degiskenine gore ekonomik katki alt boyutunda anlamh farkhliklar gostermektedir. 21-23 yas
araligindaki 6grencilerin ekonomik katki dlizeyi diger 6grencilerden daha yiiksek oldugunu belirtmistir. Ekonomik
katki alt boyutun da yas ilerledikce spor turizmine yonelik tutumlarinda arttig1 séylenebilir.

Arastirmamizda turizm egitimi ve spor bilimleri egitimi lisans 6grencilerinin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin
spor bransi degiskeni agisindan incelendiginde; farklilik oldugu tespit edilmistir. Farkin kaynagina bakildiginda
takim sporu ile ilgilenen 6grenciler lehine oldugu gorilmektedir. Takim sporu ile ilgilenen 6grencilerin spor
turizmine iligkin tutumlari daha yuksektir. Takim sporlari organizasyonlara, aktivitelere ve sosyal gruplara katiima,
takimlarda is imkani ve ekonomik getirinin bireysel sporlara gore daha fazla olmasi sebebiyle tercih edilmektedir.
Turgut (2023) arastirmasinda spor turizmine yonelik tutum 6lgeginin organizasyon, kisisel katki, is olanagi ve
ekonomik katki alt boyutlarinda ilgilenilen spor bransina gore farkllik tespit etmistir. Bu farkin takim sporu ile

ilgilenenler lehine oldugunu belirtmistir. Bu sonug arastirmamizla paralellik géstermektedir.

Arastirmada 6grencilerin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin sinif diizeyi degiskeni agisindan incelendiginde bir
fark tespit edilememistir. Literatiirde yer alan sonuglar ile benzerlik bulunmamaktadir. Ozdemir (2020), yapmis
oldugu calismada sinif diizeyi degiskenine gore kisisel katki, is olanagi ve ekonomik boyutlari arasinda anlamli bir
farklilik tespit etmis. Hacicaferoglu ve dig (2022) ¢alismasinda Universite 6grencilerinin, spor turizmine yonelik
tutumlari sinif degiskenine gére bakildiginda organizasyon alt boyutunda farklilik tespit etmistir. Uglincii sinif
ogrencilerinin diger siniflara gére tutumlarinin daha ylksek oldugunu belirtmistir. Turgut (2019) ise sinif dlizeyi

degiskeninde organizasyon boyutunda bir fark saptamistir.

Arastirmada 6grencilerin spor turizmi dersini alip almama durumlarinin; 6grencilerin spor turizmine iliskin
tutumlarini etkilemedigi tespit edilmistir. Literatiirde benzer sekilde Ozdemir (2020)'in yaptigl arastirmanin
sonuglarinda da organizasyon, kisisel katki, is olanagi, ekonomik katki boyutlari ile spor turizmi dersi arasinda
anlamli bir fark olmadigi tespit edilmistir. Bu arastirmanin en dnemli sonugclarindan bir tanesi spor bilimleri egitimi

alan lisans 6grencilerinin turizm egitimi alan 6grencilere goére spor turizmine iliskin tutumlarinin daha yiksek
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olmasidir. Bunun sebeplerinden birincisi Spor turizmi dersi genellikle spor bilimleri egitimi alan 6grencilerin
mifredatlarinda yer almaktadir. Turizm egitimi alan lisans 6grencileri spor turizmini 6zel ilgi turizmi dersi
kapsaminda bir bélim olarak gérmektedir. ikincisi spor bilimleri egitimi alan &grencilerin sporcu veya spor

gorevlisi olmasi sebebiyle spor turizmi organizasyonlarinda daha fazla yer almasidir.

ONERILER

Arastirma sonuglarina yénelik olarak 6grencilerin spor turizmine yonelik tutumlarini gelistirmek igin spor turizmi
dersinin turizm egitimi mifredatinda muhakkak yer almasi énerilmektedir. Ayrica spor turizmi tutum dizeyleri
daha duslik olan turizm egitimi Ogrencilerinin spor turizmi etkinliklerinde daha fazla gorev verilmesi
gerekmektedir. Spor turizmi, Tiirkiye’ye her gecen glin diizenlenen organizasyonlarla daha fazla ekonomik katki
saglamaktadir. Tlrkiye, jeopolitik konumu, etrafinin denizlerle cevrili olmasi ve dogal kaynaklara sahip olmasi
sebebiyle ¢ok 6dnemli bir spor turizmi potansiyeline sahiptir. Spor turizminin gelistirilmesi noktasinda dogal ve
beseri kaynaklarin idare edilmesi dnemli bir unsurdur. Spor turizmine iliskin insan giicintin dogru kullanilmasi
sonucunda spor turizmi gelismektedir. Turizm ve sporun gelismesi icin 6grencilerin sosyal, zihinsel, fiziksel ve
ruhsal agidan gelismis olmalari, spor turizmi alaninda kaliteli egitim gormeleri énemlidir. Tiirkiye de turizm egitimi
giinimiizde dahi istenilen seviyede degildir. Ozellikle son dénemde alternatif turizm tiirlerinin gelismesiyle lisans
diizeyinde egitim veren kurumlarin mifredatlari giincellemeleri gerektigi sdylenebilir. Spor turizmi baglaminda
turizm egitimi veren kurumlarda dersler yer almamaktadir. Spor turizminin gelismesi igin turizm egitimi alan
ogrenciler ile spor bilimleri egitimi alan 6grencilere yonelik olarak spor turizmi dersleri mifredatlar da yer

almalidir.

Bu dogrultuda spor turizminin 6grencilere kisisel katkilari da vardir. Saglikli bir yasam siirmek igin gerekli oldugu
soylenebilir. Ogrencilerin serbest zamanlarini degerlendirmelerine, &zgiiven gelisimine ve sosyallesmesine
yardimci olmaktadir. Ogrencilere is imkani yaratir ve ekonomik getiri saglamaktadir. Spor turizmi etkinliklerinin
kalitesi spor turizmi ¢alisanlarinin niteligi ile paralellik géstermektedir. Bu dogrultuda spor turizmi dersleri spor
turizmi etkinliklerine yonelik olmalidir. Bu arastirmada turizm egitimi alan ve spor bilimleri egitimi alan
Ogrencilerin spor turizmine iliskin tutumlari incelenmistir. Bu 6grencilerin almis olduklari egitimler mesleklerini

icra edebilmeleri agisindan 6nemlidir.
