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ABSTRACT

Principle is defined as a guiding and an undoubted fact. Generally, principles that have been
predetermined should be followed in the construction of teaching. Therefore, teachers need to
know the teaching principles thoroughly and use them throughout the lesson. In this study, it is
aimed to examine teaching principles in the books which are published in Turkey named as
“Teaching Principles and Methods”. The research is designed in the descriptive research model of
the screening type. The data were collected by document analysis. In order to select the books,
various libraries and well-known book sales sites were searched to begin with. The books identified
at the end of the study were analyzed in as study materials. In this survey, it has been determined
that there are a total of 50 books published under the name of “Teaching principles and methods”
in Turkey. The Data of the research were entered into the specification table developed by the
researchers. In the study, the number of teaching principles and methods in the books were found
56, While there are 21 principles in the book that contain the most principles, there are no
principles in 6 books each book has an average of 9.6 principles and the average of the principles
in the books is 8.6. At the end of the study, it was been suggested that Teaching Principles and
Methods books should contain teaching principles widely.

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INTRODUCTION

Teaching principles are utilised in planning and implementation of the teaching process. “The teacher, in the
teaching environment, has to carry out teaching activities in accordance with a number of principles that must
be taken into account during teaching- learning period by making the physical characteristics of this environment

appropriate and determinning the structure of the subject to the level of the students” (Tasdemir, 2007: 100).

According to Kiigikahmet (2014), principle is the pioneering ideas that lead us to certain purposes, vindicated
truths and thoughts purified from any suspicion. Beside that, teaching principles are guides which are supported
by various practices, help the education take place effectively and efficiently and guide the teacher in this process

(Geng, 2014).

The teaching principles are considered as basic ideas guiding the conduct of teaching activities based on
educational approaches in accordance with their objectives. Preparing instructional activities in accordance with
these principles will be an important step for achieving success in education (Giines, 2014). “Expecting targeted
success from a teaching activity that does not take these principles into account requires too much optimism”

(Tasdemir, 2007: 100). Because teaching principles have long been used as reliable guides in teaching.

“Many teaching principles have emerged as a result of the researches of scientists (such as Pestolozzi, Comenius,
Frobel and Dewey ) from the XVII century to the present in order to facilitate the achievement of the purpose in
education and training” (Klicikahmet, 2014: 49). It has been seen that some of the educators adopt some of the
principles more than the others. For instance, Pestolozzi has used the principle of clearity; (Frobel, Calapade and
Dewey) have used the principle of activity (exercise); Rousseau, Kerschenteiner and Guading have used the

principle of task.

“Particularly, based on the data revealed from various researches in the field of education in the beginning of XX
century, important results have been attained in terms of how students learn, what students are affected by
during education and how these are applied for an effective education (Geng, 2014: 45). “Consideration of the

findings of these researches by teachers will make teaching effective and efficient” (Dlzgiin, 1998: 50).

Teaching principles show which methods and tools the teacher can use in the lesson. “As an important variable
of the teaching environment, teachers should take into account the predictions of these principles for teaching
and learning when selecting and applying the strategies, methods and techniques that will enable an effective
learning” (Tasdemir, 2007: 95). The teacher should use the teaching methods and tools which are used in the
teaching and learning activities in the courses, considering the teaching principles. If the principles are

disregarded, methods and tools cannot be appropriately exploited (Stinbiil, 2010).
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There are many teaching principles. Teachers should know and use all the teaching principles. Ignoring the
principles while planning may cause problems in terms of teaching. Thus, all teaching principles should be taken

into consideration while teaching a lesson (Blylkkarag6z, 1990).

These principles are taken into account in the writing of textbooks (Ummanel & Dilek, 2016). In addition,
principles serve to ensure unity in a country's educational system. Each teacher in each school teaches their
lessons based on the principles of teaching adopted in that country, will demonstrate that there is a common
understanding throughout the country. In order to ensure this unity and to improve the quality of educational
activities throughout the country, teachers should be provided with sufficient knowledge and skills during their

pre-service training.

The knowledge and skills related to the teaching principles are gained to the teacher candidates during the
undergraduate education in the “Teaching Principles and Methods” lecture in Turkey. This course takes place as
a two-credits lecture and is taken as a compulsory course in every departmens of Faculties of Education, renewed

in 2018 by YOK (Higher Education Institution) (2019).

There are many teaching principles. However, the content of some of them overlaps. The reason is because these
principles cover a portion of basic principles adopted (Ayas & Akyildiz, 2010). When the literature is examined, it
is seen that the number of teaching principles varies in the books which are referenced in this field. There are
also many differences in the entitling of the principles. This shows that there is not a common understanding
among the books that are taught in undergraduate courses yet. In the study conducted by Demir, it was
concluded that some of the prospective teachers who took this course found that the resource books appropriate
to the Teaching Principles and Methods course are insufficient (2012). For this reason, it is necessary to reveal
how Teaching Principles and Methods books, which are used as sources in the teaching of teaching principles,
deal with this issue by investigating. Thus, unity of opinion and practice can be formed in the literature about

teaching principles.

THE AIM OF THE STUDY

In this study, it is aimed to analyze the teaching principles in the books that are named as “Teaching Principles
and Methods” and published in Turkey. For this purpose, the following sub-problems were sought in this

research.

1. How are the teaching principles involved in the books published under the title of “Teaching Principles
and Methods“?
2. What are the teaching principles in the books published under the name of Teaching Principles and
Methods?
3. How many teaching principles are contained in the books published under the name of “Teaching
Principles and Methods”?
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4. How many teaching principles are contained in the books published under the title of “Teaching

Principles and Methods” on average?
METHOD
This section contains topics related to the research model, data collection and analysis.
Research Model

This research is designed as a descriptive research model. “In educational research, the most common descriptive
method is screening because researchers summarize the characteristics (abilities, preferences, behaviors, etc.)
of individuals, groups, or (sometimes) physical environments (such as schools)” (Buyukoztirk, Cakmak, Akgiin,
Karadeniz & Demirel, 2018: 24). Erkus states that almost all of the qualitative studies are descriptive (2013). In
the collection of the research data, document analysis method is used. In this research, books named as

“Teaching Principles and Methods” are examined as documents.

Research Material

In order to identify the books published under the name of “Teaching Principles and Methods” some libraries’
catalogues are searched on the internet, in Turkey. In addition, well-known book sales sites are searched in
Turkey. As a result of the surveys which have been carried out until December 25, 2019, books named Teaching
Principles and Methods are identified. Libraries and book sales sites that are searched on the internet are given

below:

In the search, it was seen that 50 books were published under the name of “Teaching Principles and Methods”
in Turkey. In this study, the whole universe is taken as a study material without sampling. Geoztz and Le Compte
(1984), state that the entire universe can be taken as a sample (paradigm) if necessary (As cited in: Yildirnrm and
Simsek, 2013). All books are provided. The books used as study material in the research are indicated by numbers

(1, 2, 3...) in the table in the findings section, but are given in an alphabetical order in the bibliography section.

In this study, the experts whose opinions have been consulted, consist of one Prof. Dr. and three Assoc. Prof. Dr.
lecturers who work in teaching programs and at teaching department. The suitability of the statement table for
the study, the books and the titles in the books to be examined and which principles should be combined are

determined by taking experts’ opinions.
Data Collection

The data are recorded in the specification table created by the researchers. The ‘content’ section of the books
named Teaching Principles and Methods has been examined primarily. It has been searched whether there is a
title of teaching principles or not in the content section. In books where this title is not found, all books have
been searched because the principles of teaching take place as a chapter in some books, while in some other

books they are covered under any other title.

The reliability of the study is evaluated with the reliability formula (% of Consensus = Consensus / Consensus +
DisagreementX100) stated by Miles and Huberman (1994). Both researchers examine the books and then
consensus calculations are made. As a result of the calculation, the reconciliation percentage is found to be
“99.9”. In addition, some of the books (100%) are examined by an expert except the researchers for control

purposes. The same conclusion is attained with the researchers in this study, as well.
Data Analysis

Metasummary method is used in the analysis of the research data. The metasummary study is used to determine
the prevalence of the findings obtained in the primary studies conducted on any subject (Thorne at. al., 2004:
1362. As cited in: Kanadli, 2019: 60). Each book examined in this study is accepted as the primary study. The data
obtained in the examination are recorded and interpreted as frequency values in the specification table.
However, since there is not any similar research, the results are not discussed as they cannot be subjected to a

comparison.
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Qualitative meta-summaries; (a) extracting findings by subtracting them from other elements of the research
report; (b) arranging findings to make them accessible to any reader; (c) grouping findings under a common
theme; (d) summarizing findings; and (e) calculating frequency impact and intensity impact magnitudes

(Sandelowski & Barrosso, 2007: 152). In this study, the order mentioned above is followed.

In the data analysis, the “effect intensity” and “frequency density” magnitudes of the principles in the books are
calculated based on the sum of the frequencies in the table. The formulas developed by Sandelowski (2001, As
cited in: Kanadl, 2019) are used for the frequency effect size and density effect size calculations. In the frequency
effect size calculation: “Frequency Effect Size = Number of reports containing the finding / Total number of
reportsX100” formula; In the calculation of density effect size: Density Effect Size = Total Findings in the Report

/Number of FindingsX100” formula are used.

FINDINGS

In this section, there are tables showing how many teaching principles exist in the “Teaching Principles and

Methods” books, how the teaching principles are named and comments on the findings in these tables.

While 44 of the 50 books reviewed contain teaching principles, 6 do not contain none. This is quite remarkable.
The fact that no teaching principles are mentioed in these books, which are written with the aim of giving

information about teaching principles, is evaluated as inadequate preparation of the books.

There are 21 principles in the book which contains the most teaching principles. The total number of principles
contained in the books is 481. It has been calculated that there are 9.6 teaching principles on average in the
books. When the intensity effect size is examined, it is seen that the highest value is 4.3 and the lowest value is
0. 21 of the books are below the average number and 29 of them are above. In other words, 21 books have a

teaching principle of 10 or more, while 29 have a teaching principle of 9 or less.

Frequency effect size is calculated as 37.5 highest and 0 lowest. It is seen that 17 books have a lower value than
the fair value (16) and 33 books have a higher value in the frequency domain. Considering that there are 0 values
in these 17 books, it can be said that many Teaching Principles and Methods books do not give enough

importance to teaching principles.

When Table 2 is examined, it is seen that there are 56 teaching principles in the Teaching Principles and Methods
books. 26 of these principles are in only one book, 2 in 4 books and 3 in 2 books. The most common teaching
principle in the books is the principle of student-appropriateness. This principle was mentioned in a total of 43
books. Following this principle, the principles of “from known to the unknown” and “from concrete to abstract”
come in the second place in 40 books. In the third place, the principles of “economics” and “from close to distant’
are contained in 39 books. In particular, it can be said that the majority of the principles found in a book are
generally general principles related to learning and education, but are not seen in the literature as teaching

principles.

It has been calculated that the teaching principles are found in an average of 8.6 books. There are only 14
principles in the table that are higher than this average value. In other words, only 14 out of 56 principles exist
in 9 and above books. The number of teaching principles in 8 or fewer books is 42. The fact that a large number
of principles are in a small number of books can be regarded as an indication that these principles may not have

been sufficiently accepted in the field.
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It is calculated that approximately 4 different names are given to the teaching principles in the books. This
situation is evaluated as not being a consensus among the books yet. It can be said that the majority of naming
conventions consists of using synonyms or adding words. However, some namings can be said to be completely
wrong. The reason is seemingly that the name of a principle is given in a different naming in some other books.
This situation can be accepted as an indicator of the confusion of concept in many of these books, which are

considered important and fundamental in the field.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
The results of this study are as follows:

e There are 56 teaching principles in Teaching Principles and Methods books.

¢ The teaching principles are not contained in 6 of the 50 books.

e There are 21 different teaching principles in the book which contains the most teaching principles.

e 26 of the Principles are in 1 book, 2 in 4 books and 3 in 2 books.

¢ The principle of teaching, which constitutes the majority in the book, is the principle of student-
appropriateness in 43 books. This principle is followed by the principles “from the known to the
unknown” and “from concrete to abstract” in the 40 books. In the third place, the principles of
“economics” and “from close to distant” in 39 books are following.

¢ The books contain an average of 9.6 principles.

* Principles are contained in an average of 8.6 books.

e Approximately 4 different names are given to the principles in the books.
The recommendations developed based on these results are as follows:

. Teaching principles that are close to each other can be examined under a common and inclusive title.

. This study has bibliographic study qualifications for teaching principles and therefore may help
researchers to carry out studies on the subject.

. Teaching Principles and Methods books should contain teaching principles.

. In addition to this study, which aims to determine the principles of teaching, another study can be
done for the meanings of the teaching principles.

e Anew study on teachers' mastery of principles can be done.

ilke, dogrulugundan siiphe edilmeyen yol gésterici kilavuz bilgiye verilen addir. Ogretimin
yapilmasinda genel olarak daha 6nceden belirlenmis ilkelere uyulmasi gerekir. Bu nedenle
o6gretmenlerin 6gretim ilkelerini tam olarak bilmesi ve ders slrecinde bunu kullanmasi gerekir. Bu
arastirmada Tirkiye’de yayinlanan ve adi “Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri” olan kitaplarda yer alan
Ogretim ilkelerinin incelenmesi amaglanmistir. Arastirma tarama tiriinde, betimsel arastirma
modelinde desenlenmistir. Veriler dokiiman analizi ile toplanmistir. Kitaplari belirlemek amaciyla
oncelikle cesitli kitiphaneler ve taninmis kitap satis siteleri taranmistir. Tarama sonunda
belirlenen kitaplar bu arastirmada ¢alisma materyali olarak incelemeye alinmistir. Bu taramada
Tirkiye’de yayinlanan ve adi “Ogretim ilke ve Yontemleri” olan toplam 50 kitap oldugu tespit
edilmistir. Arastirma verileri arastirmacilar tarafindan gelistirilen belirtke tablosuna islenmistir.
Arastirmada, kitaplarda yer alan 6gretim ilkelerinin sayisinin 56 oldugu, en ¢ok ilke bulunan kitapta
21 ilkenin oldugu, 6 kitapta hicbir ilkenin olmadigi, kitaplarda ortalama 9.6 ilkenin yer aldigi,
ilkelerin ise ortalama 8.6 kitapta bulundugu sonuglarina ulasilmistir. Calisma sonunda Ogretim ilke
ve Yontemleri kitaplarinin 6gretim ilkeleri konusunda daha genis bicimde yer verilmesi dnerilmistir.

Ogretim siirecinin planlanmasi ve uygulamasinda &gretim ilkelerinden vararlaniir. “Ogretmen, 6gretme
ortaminda, bu ortamin fiziksel 6zelliklerini uygun hale getirmek, konunun yapisini 6grencilerin dizeylerine gére
tespit etmekle birlikte; 6gretmen-6grenme siresinde dikkate alinmasi gereken bir takim ilkelere gore 6gretim

faaliyetlerini gerceklestirmek durumundadir” (Tasdemir, 2007: 100).

Kiicikahmet'e (2014) gore ilke, bizi belli bir amaca ulastiran, dogrulugu kanitlanmis, her tarli sipheden
arindinlmis éncii disiinceler, kilavuz fikirlere denir. Ogretim ilkeleri ise gesitli uygulamalarla desteklenmis ve
egitim Ogretimin etkili ve verimli gecirilmesine yardimci olan; bu slregte 6gretmene de rehberlik eden

kilavuzlardir (Geng, 2014).

Ogretim ilkeleri, egitim yaklagimlarina dayali hazirlanan &gretim etkinliklerinin amaglarina uygun olarak
yiritilmesi igin rehberlik eden temel disiinceler olarak kabul edilir. Ogretmenlerin bu ilkelere uygun 6gretim
etkinlikleri hazirlamasi, egitimde basariyi yakalamak adina 6nemli bir adim olacaktir (Glines, 2014). “Bu ilkeleri
dikkate almayan bir 6gretim faaliyetinden hedeflenen basariyi beklemek ok fazla iyimser olmayi gerektirir”
(Tasdemir, 2007: 100). Cunki o6gretim ilkeleri uzun zamandan beri 6gretimde kullanilan givenilir yol

gostericilerdir.

“Egitim ve 6gretimde amaca ulagsmayi kolaylastirmak igin XVII. ylzyildan glinimuze kadar bilim adamlarinin
(Pestolozzi, Comenius, Frobel, Dewey gibi) arastirmalari sonucu bircok 6gretim ilkeleri ortaya cikmistir”
(Ktigikahmet, 2014: 49). Egitimcilerden bazilarinin ilkelerden bazilarini daha ¢ok benimsedikleri gérilmektedir.
Ornegin; Pestolozzi, ayanilik (aciklik) ilkesini; Frébel, Calapade, Dewey etkinlik (aktivite) ilkesini; Rousseau,

Kerschenteiner, Guading ise “is” ilkesini kullanmislardir (Kemertas, 1999).

“Ozellikle XX. yiizyilin baslarinda egitim alaninda yapilan gesitli arastirmalardan da ortaya konulan verilere dayali
olarak 6grencilerin nasil 6grendigi, egitim-6gretim sirasinda 6grencilerin nelerden, nasil etkilendigi ve etkili etkili
bir egitim-6gretim icin bunlarin nasil uygulanacag gibi konularda 6nemli sonuglara ulasiimistir” (Geng, 2014: 45).
“Bu arastirmalarin bulgularinin 6gretmenler tarafindan géz 6niinde bulundurulmasi, 6gretimi etkili ve verimli

kilacaktir” (Dlizglin, 1998: 50).

Ogretim ilkeleri 6gretmenin derste hangi ydntem ve araglari kullanabilecegini gosterir. “Ogretim ortaminin
onemli bir degiskeni olarak 6gretmenler etkili 6grenmeyi gerceklestirecek strateji, yontem ve teknigi segcip
uygularken bu ilkelerin 6gretme ve 6grenmeye donlk ongorilerini dikkate almaldirlar” (Tasdemir, 2007: 95).
Ogretmen, derslerde egitim dgretim faaliyetlerinde yararlanacagi 6gretim ydntem ve araglarini, 8gretim ilkelerini
dikkate alarak kullanmalidir. Eger ilkeleri gbz ardi edilirse yontemler ve araglardan gerekli sekilde yararlanilamaz

(Stinbiil, 2010).

Cok sayida dgretim ilkesi vardir. Ogretmenlerin biitiin 6gretim ilkelerini bilmeleri ve kullanmalari gerekir. Bunlari
goz ardi ederek planlama yapmak ise 6gretim agisindan sorunlara yol agabilir. Bu nedenle derslerin islenmesi

sirasinda butiin ilkeler géz 6niinde bulundurulmalidir (Buyukkaragéz, 1990).

Ders kitaplarinin yaziminda da bu ilkeler g6z 6nline alinmaktadir (Ummanel ve Dilek, 2016). Bunun yani sira ilkeler
bir tlkenin egitim sisteminde birlikteligi saglamaya da yarar. Her okulda her 6gretmenin o tilkede kabul gérmus
Ogretim ilkelerini temel alarak dersleri islemeleri, tlke genelinde ortak bir anlayis oldugunu gosterecektir. Bu
birlikteligi saglamak ve Ulke genelinde egitim 6gretim faaliyetlerinin kalitesini ylikseltmek icin 6gretmenlere daha

hizmet oncesi egitimleri sirasinda bu konuda yeterli bilgi ve beceri kazandirilmaldir.

Tirkiye’de dgretim ilkeleri ile ilgili bilgi ve beceriler, 6gretmen adaylarina lisans egitimleri sirasinda “Ogretim ilke
ve Yéntemleri” dersinde kazandirilir. Bu ders, YOK (2019) tarafindan 2018 yilinda yenilenen lisans programlarinda

egitim fakiltelerinde her bolimde zorunlu ders kapsaminda ve 2 kredi olarak yer almaktadir.

Cok sayida ogretim ilkesi bulunmaktadir. Ancak bunlarin bazilarinin igerigi birbiri ile 6rtiismektedir. Clinkl bu
ilkeler, temel kabul edilen ilkelerin bir bolimuniu kapsamaktadir (Ayas ve Akyildiz, 2010). Literatir incelendiginde,
ogretim ilkelerinin sayisinin bu alanda kaynak olan kitaplarda farkhlik gosterdigi gorilmektedir. Ayrica ilkelerin
isimlendirilmelerinde de bircok farkliliklara rastlanmaktadir. Bu durum lisans derslerinde okutulan kitaplar
arasinda heniiz bir ortak anlayisin olusmadigini géstermektedir. Demir tarafindan yuritilen arastirmada da bu
dersi alan dgretmen adaylarinin bazilarinin Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri dersine uygun kaynak kitaplari yetersiz
bulduklari sonucuna ulasilmistir (2012). Bu nedene egitim fakiiltelerinde 6gretim ilkelerinin 6gretiminde kaynak
olarak kullanilan Ogretim ilke ve Yontemleri kitaplarinin bu konuyu nasil ele aldiklari incelenerek durumlarinin
ortaya koyulmasina ihtiya¢ duyulmaktadir. Boylece 6gretim ilkeleri konusunda literatiirde goris ve uygulama

birligi olusabilir.

ARASTIRMANIN AMACI

Bu arastirmada Tirkiye’de yayinlanan ve adi “Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri” olan kitaplarda yer alan dgretim
ilkelerinin incelenmesi amaglanmistir. Bu amag dogrultusunda bu arastirmada asagidaki alt problemlere cevap

aranmistir:

1. “Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri” adiyla yayinlanan kitaplarda 6gretim ilkelerine nasil yer verilmektedir?

2. “Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri” adi ile yayinlanan kitaplarda bulunan &gretim ilkeleri hangileridir?

3. “Ogretim ilke ve Yontemleri” adi ile yayinlanan kitaplarda toplam kag 6gretim ilkesi yer almaktadir?

4. “QOgretim ilke ve Yontemleri” adi ile yayinlanan kitaplarda ortalama kag 6gretim ilkesi yer almaktadir?
YONTEM

Bu bolimde arastirmanin modeli, veri toplanmasi ve analiz edilmesine iliskin basliklar yer almaktadir.
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Arastirmanin Modeli

Bu arastirma betimsel arastirma modelinde tarama turiinde desenlenmistir. “Egitim alanindaki arastirmada, en
yaygin betimsel yontem tarama c¢alismasidir, ¢link( arastirmacilar bireylerin, gruplarin ya da (bazen) fiziksel
ortamlarin (okul gibi) 6zelliklerini (yetenekler, tercihler, davranislar vb.) 6zetler” (Buyukoztirk, Kihg Cakmak,
Akgiin, Karadeniz ve Demirel, 2018: 24). Erkus, nitel arastirmalarin hemen hepsinin betimsel arastirma kapsamina
girdigini belirtmektedir (2013). Arastirma verilerinin toplanmasinda dokiman (belge) analizi yontemi

kullanilmistir. Bu arastirmada dokiiman olarak “Ogretim ilke ve Yontemleri” isimli kitaplar incelenmistir.

Arastirma Materyali

Tirkiye’de “Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri” adi ile yayinlanana kitaplari belirlemek amaciyla bazi kiitiphanelerin
internet Gzerinden katalog taramasi yapilmistir. Ayrica Tirkiye’de taninmis kitap satis sitelerinde de arama
yapilmistir. 25 Aralk 2019 tarihine kadar devam ettirilen taramalar sonunda adi “Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri”
olan kitaplar belirlenmistir. internet lizerinden tarama yapilan kiitiiphaneler ve kitap satis siteleri asagida

verilmistir:

Yapilan taramada Tirkiye’de “Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri” adiyla 50 kitabin yayinlandigi gériilmistir. Bu
arastirmada 6rneklem alinma yoluna gidilmeyerek evrenin tamami ¢alisma materyali olarak alinmistir. Geoztz ve
Le Compte (1984), gerekiyorsa arastirmalarda evrenin tamaminin érneklem olarak alinabilecegini belirtmislerdir
(Akt: Yildirim ve Simsek, 2013). Bitin kitaplara ulasiimistir. Arastirmada galisma materyali olarak kullanilan
kitaplar, bulgular boélimiinde yer alan tabloda rakamla (1, 2, 3...) ifade edilmis ancak kaynakg¢a boliminde

alfabetik siraya gore verilmistir.

Bu ¢alismada gorislerine basvurulan uzmanlar, 6gretim programlari ve 6gretim anabilim dalinda gérev yapan ve
bu alanda bir Prof. Dr. ve li¢ Dog. Dr. 6gretim liyesinden olusmaktadir. Belirtke tablosunun ¢alismaya uygunlugu,
kitaplar ve kitaplardaki hangi basliklarin incelemeye alinacagi ve hangi ilkelerin birlestiriimesi gerektigi, uzman

gorusu alinarak belirlenmistir.

Verilerin Toplanmasi

Veriler arastirmacilar tarafindan olusturulan belirtke tablosuna kaydedilmistir. “Ogretim ilke ve Yontemleri” isimli
kitaplarin 6ncelikle igindekiler béliimleri incelenmistir. icindekiler kisminda 6gretim ilkeleri bashgi olup olmadig
taranmistir. Bu bashiga rastlanmayan kitaplarda ise bltin kitap taranmasi yoluna gidilmistir. Clinkii 6gretim

ilkeleri bazi kitaplarda bir bolim olarak yer alirken bazi kitaplarda herhangi bir basligin altinda da ele alinmaktadir.

Arastirmanin glvenirligine, Miles ve Huberman’in (1994) belirttigi glivenirlik formali (Uzlasma Yiizdesi=Gorus
Birligi/Gérls Birligi+Goris AyrihgiX100) ile bakilmustir. iki arastirmaci da kitaplari incelemis ve daha sonra gériis
birligi hesaplamasi yapilmistir. Yapilan hesaplama sonucu uzlasma yizdesi “98,1” olarak bulunmustur. Ayrica
kontrol amagl olarak arastirmacilar disinda bir uzman tarafindan kitaplarin bir kismi (%10’u) incelenmistir. Bu

incelemede de arastirmacilarla ayni sonuca ulasiimistir.
Veri Analizi

Arastirma verilerinin analizinde metadzet (metasummary) yontemi kullanilmistir. “Meta-6zet ¢alismasi, her hangi
bir konu ile ilgili yirGtulen birincil calismalarda elde edilen bulgularin yayginligini belirlemek” amaciyla kullanihr
(Thorne vd., 2004: 1362. Akt: Kanadli, 2019: 60). Bu ¢alismada incelenen her kitap birincil calisma olarak kabul
edilmistir. Yapilan incelemede elde edilen veriler belirtke tablosuna frekans degerleri seklinde kaydedilmis ve
yorumlanmistir. Ancak benzer bir arastirma olmadigindan elde edilen sonuglar bir karsilastirmaya tabi

tutulamayacagindan tartisilmamisgtir.

“Nitel meta Ozetler; (a) arastirma raporunun diger 6gelerinden c¢ikararak bulgulari ayiklamayi (b) herhangi bir
okuyucuya ulasilabilir olmalarini saglamak igin bulgulari diizenlemeyi, (c) ortak bir tema altinda bulgular
gruplama, (d) bulgulari 6zetleme ve (e) frekans etki ve yogunluk etki buyukliklerini hesaplamayi igerir

(Sandelowski ve Barrosso, 2007: 152). Bu calismada da yukarda belirtilen siralama izlenmistir.
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Veri analizinde tabloda yer alan frekanslarin toplamlarindan yola gikilarak kitaplarda yer alan ilkelerin “etki
yogunlugu” ve “frekans yogunlugu” bulyuklikleri hesaplamistir. Frekans etki blyuklGgi ve yogunluk etki
blyukligli hesaplanmalarin Sandelowski (2001, Akt: Kanadli, 2019) tarafindan gelistirilen formdllerden
yararlaniimistir. Frekans etki buyukligh hesaplamasinda: “Frekans Etki Blylkligli=Bulguyu iceren rapor
sayisi/Toplam rapor sayisiX100” formili; yogunluk etki buyuklighi hesaplamasinda ise: Yogunluk Etki

Buyuklugi=Rapordaki Bulgu Sayisi/Toplam Bulgu SayisiX100” formala kullaniimistir.

BULGULAR

incelenen 50 kitabin 44’iinde &gretim ilkelerine yer verilirken 6’sinda hicbir 6gretim ilkelerine yer verilmedigi
goriilmektedir. Bu durum oldukca dikkat cekicidir. Ogretim ilkeleri ile ilgili bilgi vermek amaci ile yaziimis bu
kitaplarda hi¢ bir 6gretim ilkesine yer verilmemis olmasi, kitaplarin 6zensiz hazirlandigi seklinde

degerlendirilmistir.

En ¢ok O6gretim ilkesine yer veren kitapta 21 ilke vardir. Kitaplarda ilkelerin yer alma sayisi toplami 481 olmustur.
Kitaplarda ortalama 9.6 6gretim ilkesinin yer aldig1 hesaplanmistir. Yogunluk etki blylklGgliine bakildiginda en
yuksek degerin 4.3, en dusik degerin 0 oldugu goérilmektedir. Kitaplardan 21’i ortalamanin altinda 29'u ise
Ustlinde yer almaktadir. Yani 21 kitapta 10 ve lGzerinde 6gretim ilkesi bulunurken 29’unda 9 ve altinda 6gretim

ilkesi bulunmaktadir.

Frekans etki buyukligi en yiksek 37.5, en diisiik 0 olarak hesaplanmistir. Frekans etki buyukliginde 17 kitabin
makul degerden (16) daha duslk, 33 kitabin ise daha yliksek deger aldigi gortilmektedir. Bu 17 kitap iginde O
deger alanlarin da oldugu géz 6niine alindiginda bircok Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri kitabinin 6gretim ilkeleri

konusuna yeterince 6nem vermedikleri séylenebilir.

Tablo 2 incelendiginde Ogretim ilke ve Yéntemleri kitaplarinda toplam 56 6gretim ilkesinin bulundugu
gorilmektedir. Bu ilkelerden 26’s1 sadece birer kitapta, 2’si 4 kitapta ve 3’l ise 2 kitapta yer almaktadir. Kitaplarda
en ¢ok bulunan 6gretim ilkesi, “6grenciye gorelik” ilkesidir. Bu ilke, toplam 43 kitapta yer alan almistir. Bu ilkeden
sonra ikinci sirada 40’ar kitapta bulunan “bilinenden bilinmeyene” ve “somuttan soyuta” ilkeleri gelmektedir.
Uglincii sirada ise 39’ar kitapta yer alan “ekonomiklik” ve “yakindan uzaga” ilkeleri gelmektedir. Ozellikle bir
kitapta bulunan ilkelerin biyik ¢cogunlugunun daha ¢ok 6grenme ve egitimle ilgili genel ilkeler oldugu ancak

literatlirde 6gretim ilkesi alarak gériulmedigi séylenebilir.

Ogretim ilkelerinin ortalama 8.6 kitapta bulundugu hesaplanmistir. Tabloda bu ortalama degerden olan sadece
14 ilke bulunmaktadir. Yani 56 ilkeden sadece 14’0 9 ve lzeri kitapta bulunmaktadir. 8 ve daha az kitapta bulunan
ogretim ilkesi sayisi ise 42 olmustur. Cok sayida ilkenin az sayida kitapta olmasi, bu ilkelerin heniiz alanda

yeterince kabul gérmemis olabileceginin gostergesi olarak kabul edilebilir.

Kitaplarda yer alan 6gretim ilkeleri icin yaklasik olarak 4 fakh isim verildigi hesaplanmistir. Bu durum kitaplar
arasinda heniiz bir kavram birligi olmadigi seklinde degerlendirilmistir. isimlendirmelerin biiyiik cogunlugu
kelimelerin es anlamhisinin kullanilmasindan ya da kelime eklenmesinden kaynaklandigi s6ylenebilir. Ancak bazi
isimlendirmelerin ise tamamen hatali oldugu séylenebilir. Clink{ bazi kitaplarda yer alan farkli isimlendirmelerde
baska bir ilkenin adinin verildigi gérilmektedir. Bu durum, alanda énemli ve temel kabul edilen bu kitaplarin

bircogunda kavram kargasasi yasandiginin géstergesi olarak kabul edilebilir.
